I always 
appreciate Northern residentsô efforts to work and visit 
Victoria. 
 
This week the province affirmed its commitment to education 
for all learners by proclaiming the week of April 26 to May 2, 
2010 International Adult Learnersô Week. Canada and British 
Columbiaôs recognition of International Adult Learnersô Week 
is co-ordinated through the Canadian Commission for 
UNESCO. Its goal, and that of other international 
organizations, is to promote the importance of adult 
education and lifelong learning. The Province invests over 
$116 million annually in programs to support 68,000 adult 
learners in meeting their literacy goals ï from basic literacy 
and numeracy to secondary school upgrading, high school 
completion and workplace-essential skills. Through initiatives 
such as International Adult Learnersô Week we are raising 
the profile of life-long learning. 
 
Another great announcement this week was 1,000 hectares

quality of views for hikers, campers, and other park users. 
Mount Robson Park draws visitors from British Columbia and 
around the world. The park is spectacular and adding these 
additional hectares to the southwestern boundary confirms 
our commitment to protecting wilderness areas today and in 
the future. I know many constituents enjoy Eskers Park as 
well, with its many canoeing, fishing and hiking opportunities. 
This summer, I encourage you to get outdoors and enjoy 
these beautiful parks with your friends and family. 
 
Last Wednesday was the Day of Mourning to recognize and 
remember people who lost their lives in the workplace in the 
past year. More than two million people participate in our 
diverse workforce. Our government believes in the highest 
safety standards at the workplace. Each year the 
government of British Columbia along with WorkSafe BC, the 
BC Federation of Labour and the Business Council of British 
Columbia remember those who have been injured or have 
lost their lives on the job. I know that in my ministry, the 
Ministry of Transportation and Infrastructure, the safety of 
both our employees and the travelling public is our first 
priority. 
 
This weekôs feature northern transportation project to 
highlight is the Small Creek Bridge Project located on 
Highway 16. At this point the Small Creek Bridge is actually a 
culvert in need of replacement. The replacement of this 
culvert with a $3.5M, 65 metre bridge supports the ministry's 
effort to enhance fish habitat while ensuring our 
transportation needs are met on Hwy 16. The existing culvert 
is impassable at present. By replacing it with a bridge, it will 
result in 14km of newly accessible up-stream habitat just off 
the Fraser River. This also reduces the potential for washout 
during a severe spring run-off. This is just one project, out of 
many, where mobility and environmental enhancement are 
enhanced in one initiative. 
 
This weekend is going to be great, as I have a full slate of 
events here at home. This Saturday is the BC Wildlife 
Federation Annual General Meeting, and my colleagues the 
Minister of Environment Barry Penner, and Minister of 
Aboriginal Relations and Reconciliation George Abbott will 
be in attendance. I have a great time hosting my colleagues 
Prince George whenever they come to town and I am sure 
this weekend will be no different. On behalf of my colleague 
and fellow Prince George MLA Pat Bell, I would also like to 
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congratulate Dr. Bert Kelly of Prince George and former 
Mayor of Valemount Jeannette Townsend for receiving their 
Community Achievement Awards last week in Victoria. It was 
a wonderful reception at Government House. I attended the 
ceremony to see these deserving constituents win their 
awards.
